1.12.20

Genesis 1.1-5 
1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and the 
earth. 2 The earth was without form and void, and 
darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of 
God was hovering over the face of the waters. 

3 And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was 
light. 4 And God saw that the light was good. And God 
separated the light from the darkness. 5 God called the 
light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there 
was evening and there was morning, the first day. 

 John 1.1-5, 9-10 
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 
God, and the Word was God. 2 He was in the beginning 
with God. 3 All things were made through him, and 
without him was not any thing made that was made. 4 In 
him was life, and the life was the light of men. 5 The light 
shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome 
it.

Day 4              The First Joyful Promise                Wed 2nd Dec 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Day 4:  
2.12.20

Genesis 3:1-15 
3 Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that 
the LORD God had made. 
He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, ‘You shall not eat of any tree in the 
garden’?” 2 And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees 
in the garden, 3 but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the 
midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest you die.’” 4 But the serpent said to 
the woman, “You will not surely die. 5 For God knows that when you eat of it your 
eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” 6 So when the 
woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and 
that the tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she 
also gave some to her husband who was with her, and he ate. 7 Then the eyes of both 
were opened, and they knew that they were naked. And they sewed fig leaves together 
and made themselves loincloths. 
8 And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the 
day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God 
among the trees of the garden. 9 But the LORD God called to the man and said to 
him, “Where are you?” 10 And he said, “I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I 
was afraid, because I was naked, and I hid myself.” 11 He said, “Who told you that 
you were naked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I commanded you not to 
eat?” 12 The man said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit 
of the tree, and I ate.” 13 Then the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this that 
you have done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.” 
14 The LORD God said to the serpent, 
“Because you have done this, 
    cursed are you above all livestock 
    and above all beasts of the field; 
on your belly you shall go, 
    and dust you shall eat 
    all the days of your life. 
15 I will put enmity between you and the woman, 
    and between your offspring and her offspring; 
he shall bruise your head, 
    and you shall bruise his heel.” 
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1 Corinthians 15.45-49 

45 Thus it is written, “The first man Adam became a living 
being”; the last Adam became a life-giving spirit. 46 But it 
is not the spiritual that is first but the natural, and then 
the spiritual. 47 The first man was from the earth, a man 
of dust; the second man is from heaven. 48 As was the 
man of dust, so also are those who are of the dust, and as 
is the man of heaven, so also are those who are of 
heaven. 49 Just as we have borne the image of the man of 
dust, we shall also bear the image of the man of heaven. 

Hebrews 2.14-16 

14 Since therefore the children share in flesh and blood, he 
himself likewise partook of the same things, that through 
death he might destroy the one who has the power of 
death, that is, the devil, 15 and deliver all those 
who through fear of death were subject to lifelong 
slavery. 16 For surely it is not angels that he helps, but 
he helps the offspring of Abraham.

Day 5              God’s Covenant                            Thurs 3rd Dec  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Day 5:  
3.12.20

Genesis 12:1-9 
12 Now the LORD said to Abram, “Go 
from your country and your kindred 
and your father's house to the land that 
I will show you. 2 And I will make of 
you a great nation, and I will bless you 
and make your name great, so that you 
will be a blessing. 3 I will bless those 
who bless you, and him who dishonors 
you I will curse, and in you all the 
families of the earth shall be blessed.” 
4 So Abram went, as the LORD had told 
him, and Lot went with him. Abram 
was seventy-five years old when he 
departed from Haran. 5 And Abram 
took Sarai his wife, and Lot his 
brother's son, and all their possessions 
that they had gathered, and the people 
that they had acquired in Haran, and 
they set out to go to the land of 
Canaan. When they came to the land 
of Canaan, 6 Abram passed through the 
land to the place at Shechem, to the 
oak of Moreh. At that time the 
Canaanites were in the land. 7 Then 
the LORD appeared to Abram and 
said, “To your offspring I will give this 
land.” So he built there an altar to 
the LORD, who had appeared to 
him. 8 From there he moved to the hill 
country on the east of Bethel and 
pitched his tent, with Bethel on the 
west and Ai on the east. And there he 
built an altar to the LORD and called 
upon the name of the LORD. 9 And 
Abram journeyed on, still going toward 
the Negeb.

Genesis 21:1-7 
21 The LORD visited Sarah as he had 
said, and the LORD did to Sarah as he 
had promised. 2 And Sarah conceived 
and bore Abraham a son in his old age at 
the time of which God had spoken to 
him. 3 Abraham called the name of his 
son who was born to him, whom Sarah 
bore him, Isaac. 4 And 
Abraham circumcised his son Isaac when 
he was eight days old, as God had 
commanded him. 5 Abraham was a 
hundred years old when his son Isaac 
was born to him. 6 And Sarah said, “God 
has made laughter for me; everyone who 
hears will laugh over me.” 7 And she said, 
“Who would have said to Abraham that 
Sarah would nurse children? Yet I have 
borne him a son in his old age.” 

Genesis 22:15-18 
15 And the angel of the LORD called to 
Abraham a second time from 
heaven 16 and said, “By myself I have 
sworn, declares the LORD, because you 
have done this and have not withheld 
your son, your only son, 17 I will surely 
bless you, and I will surely multiply your 
offspring as the stars of heaven and as 
the sand that is on the seashore. And 
your offspring shall possess the gate of 
his enemies, 18 and in your offspring 
shall all the nations of the earth be 
blessed, because you have obeyed my 
voice.”  
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John 8:54-58 
54 Jesus answered, “If I glorify myself, my glory is 
nothing. It is my Father who glorifies me, of whom you 
say, ‘He is our God.’ 55 But you have not known him. I 
know him. If I were to say that I do not know him, I 
would be a liar like you, but I do know him and I keep 
his word. 56 Your father Abraham rejoiced that he would 
see my day. He saw it and was glad.” 57 So the Jews said to 
him, “You are not yet fifty years old, and have you seen 
Abraham?” 58 Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to 
you, before Abraham was, I am.”  
Romans 4:13-25 
13 For the promise to Abraham and his offspring that he 
would be heir of the world did not come through the law 
but through the righteousness of faith. 14 For if it is the 
adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null 
and the promise is void. 15 For the law brings wrath, 
but where there is no law there is no transgression. 
16 That is why it depends on faith, in order that the 
promise may rest on grace and be guaranteed to all his 
offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to 
the one who shares the faith of Abraham, who is the 
father of us all, 17 as it is written, “I have made you the 
father of many nations”—in the presence of the God in 
whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls 
into existence the things that do not exist. 18 In hope he 
believed against hope, that he should become the father 
of many nations, as he had been told, “So shall your 
offspring be.” 19 He did not weaken in faith when he 
considered his own body, which was as good as dead 
(since he was about a hundred years old), or when he 
considered the barrenness of Sarah's womb. 20 No 
unbelief made him waver concerning the promise of God, 
but he grew strong in his faith as he gave glory to 
God, 21 fully convinced that God was able to do what he 
had promised. 22 That is why his faith was “counted to 
him as righteousness.” 23 But the words “it was counted to 
him” were not written for his sake alone, 24 but for ours 
also. It will be counted to us who believe in him who 
raised from the dead Jesus our Lord, 25 who was delivered 
up for our trespasses and raised for our justification. 
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Galatians 3:7-18 
7 Know then that it is those of faith who are the sons of 
Abraham. 8 And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would 
justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel 
beforehand to Abraham, saying, “In you shall all the 
nations be blessed.” 9 So then, those who are of faith are 
blessed along with Abraham, the man of faith. 
10 For all who rely on works of the law are under a curse; 
for it is written, “Cursed be everyone who does not abide 
by all things written in the Book of the Law, and do 
them.” 11 Now it is evident that no one is justified before 
God by the law, for “The righteous shall live by 
faith.” 12 But the law is not of faith, rather “The one who 
does them shall live by them.” 13 Christ redeemed us from 
the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us—for it is 
written, “Cursed is everyone who is hanged on a 
tree”— 14 so that in Christ Jesus the blessing of Abraham 
might come to the Gentiles, so that we might receive the 
promised Spirit through faith. 
15 To give a human example, brothers: even with a man-
made covenant, no one annuls it or adds to it once it has 
been ratified. 16 Now the promises were made to Abraham 
and to his offspring. It does not say, “And to offsprings,” 
referring to many, but referring to one, “And to your 
offspring,” who is Christ. 17 This is what I mean: the law, 
which came 430 years afterward, does not annul a 
covenant previously ratified by God, so as to make the 
promise void. 18 For if the inheritance comes by the law, it 
no longer comes by promise; but God gave it to Abraham 
by a promise. 
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1 Peter 2:9-10 
9 But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy 
nation, a people for his own possession, that you may 
proclaim the excellencies of him who called you out of 
darkness into his marvelous light. 10 Once you were not a 
people, but now you are God's people; once you had not 
received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

4.12.20

Isaiah 7:10-14 
10 Again the LORD spoke to 
Ahaz: 11 “Ask a sign of 
the LORD your God; let it be deep as 
Sheol or high as heaven.” 12 But Ahaz 
said, “I will not ask, and I will not put 
the LORD to the test.” 13 And he said, 
“Hear then, O house of David! Is it too 
little for you to weary men, that 
you weary my God also? 14 Therefore 
the Lord himself will give you a 
sign. Behold, the virgin shall conceive 
and bear a son, and shall call his 
name Immanuel.  

Jeremiah 23.1-8 
1“Woe to the shepherds who destroy and 
scatter the sheep of my pasture!” declares 
the LORD. 2 Therefore thus says 
the LORD, the God of Israel, 
concerning the shepherds who care for 
my people: “You have scattered my flock 
and have driven them away, and you have 
not attended to them. Behold, I will 
attend to you for your evil deeds, declares 
the LORD. 

3 Then I will gather the remnant of my 
flock out of all the countries where I 
have driven them, and I will bring them 
back to their fold, and they shall be 
fruitful and multiply. 4 I will set 
shepherds over them who will care for 
them, and they shall fear no more, nor 
be dismayed, neither shall any be 
missing, declares the LORD. 5 “Behold, 
the days are coming, declares the LORD, 
when I will raise up for David a 
righteous Branch, and he shall reign as 
king and deal wisely, and shall execute 
justice and righteousness in the land. 6 In 
his days Judah will be saved, and Israel 
will dwell securely. And this is the name 
by which he will be called: ‘The LORD is 
our righteousness.’ 
7 “Therefore, behold, the days are 
coming, declares the LORD, when they 
shall no longer say, ‘As the LORD lives 
who brought up the people of Israel out 
of the land of Egypt,’ 8 but ‘As 
the LORD lives who brought up and led 
the offspring of the house of Israel out of 
the north country and out of all the 
countries where he had driven them.’ 
Then they shall dwell in their own land.” 
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Matthew 1.22-23 

22 All this took place to fulfill what the 
Lord had spoken by the prophet: 
23 “Behold, the virgin shall conceive and 
bear a son,  
    and they shall call his 
name Immanuel” 

1 John 4.7-10 

7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love 
is from God, and whoever loves has been 
born of God and knows God. 8 Anyone 
who does not love does not know God, 
because God is love. 9 In this the love of 
God was made manifest among us, 
that God sent his only Son into the 
world, so that we might live through 
him. 10 In this is love, not that we have 
loved God but that he loved us and sent 
his Son to be the propitiation for our 
sins.

Day 7              Root of David                               Sat 5th Dec  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Day 7:  
5.12.20

2 Samuel 7.8-16 
8 Now, therefore, thus you shall say to my servant 
David, ‘Thus says the LORD of hosts, I took you from 
the pasture, from following the sheep, that you should 
be prince over my people Israel. 9 And I have been 
with you wherever you went and have cut off all your 
enemies from before you. And I will make for you a 
great name, like the name of the great ones of the 
earth. 10 And I will appoint a place for my people 
Israel and will plant them, so that they may dwell in 
their own place and be disturbed no more. And 
violent men shall afflict them no more, as 
formerly, 11 from the time that I appointed judges 
over my people Israel. And I will give you rest from all 
your enemies. Moreover, the LORD declares to you 
that the LORD will make you a house. 12 When your 
days are fulfilled and you lie down with your fathers, I 
will raise up your offspring after you, who shall come 
from your body, and I will establish his 
kingdom. 13 He shall build a house for my name, 
and I will establish the throne of his kingdom 
forever. 14 I will be to him a father, and he shall be to 
me a son. When he commits iniquity, I will discipline 
him with the rod of men, with the stripes of the sons 
of men, 15 but my steadfast love will not depart from 
him, as I took it from Saul, whom I put away from 
before you. 16 And your house and your kingdom 
shall be made sure forever before me. Your throne 
shall be established forever.’”

works to serve the living God. 
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Hebrews 10.1-14 
10 For since the law has but a shadow of the good 
things to come instead of the true form of these 
realities, it can never, by the same sacrifices that are 
continually offered every year, make perfect those who 
draw near. 2 Otherwise, would they not have ceased to 
be offered, since the worshipers, having once been 
cleansed, would no longer have any consciousness of 
sins? 3 But in these sacrifices there is a reminder of sins 
every year. 4 For it is impossible for the blood of bulls 
and goats to take away sins. 
5 Consequently, when Christ came into the world, he 
said, 
“Sacrifices and offerings you have not desired, 
    but a body have you prepared for me; 
6 in burnt offerings and sin offerings 
    you have taken no pleasure. 
7 Then I said, ‘Behold, I have come to do your will, O 
God, 
    as it is written of me in the scroll of the book.’” 

8 When he said above, “You have neither desired nor 
taken pleasure in sacrifices and offerings and burnt 
offerings and sin offerings” (these are offered according 
to the law), 9 then he added, “Behold, I have come to 
do your will.” He does away with the first in order to 
establish the second. 10 And by that will we have been 
sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus 
Christ once for all. 
11 And every priest stands daily at his service, offering 
repeatedly the same sacrifices, which can never take 
away sins. 12 But when Christ had offered for all time a 
single sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the right hand 
of God, 13 waiting from that time until his enemies 
should be made a footstool for his feet. 14 For by a 
single offering he has perfected for all time those who 
are being sanctified.

God does not desire sacrifice 
and offering anymore, because 
of Jesus’ redemptive sacrifice for 
us all. In what ways in the past 
or currently have we wrongly 
offered something to God? Why 
is it redundant?

22 But when he heard that 
Archelaus was reigning over Judea in 
place of his father Herod, he was afraid 
to go there, and being warned in a dream 
he withdrew to the district of 
Galilee. 23 And he went and lived in a 
city called Nazareth, so that what was 
spoken by the prophets might be 
fulfilled, that he would be called a 
Nazarene. 
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 Jeremiah 31.15-20 
15 Thus says the LORD:

She was advanced in years, having lived with 
her husband seven years from when she was a 
virgin, 37 and then as a widow until she was 
eighty-four. She did not depart from the 
temple, worshiping with fasting and prayer 
night and day. 38 And coming up at that very 
hour she began to give thanks to God and to 
speak of him to all who were waiting for the 
redemption of Jerusalem.

40 And the child grew and 
became strong, filled with wisdom. And the 
favor of God was upon him. 

Leviticus 12.6-8 
6 “And when the days of her purifying are 
completed, whether for a son or for a 
daughter, she shall bring to the priest at the 
entrance of the tent of meeting a lamb a year 
old for a burnt offering, and a pigeon or a 
turtledove for a sin offering, 7 and he shall 
offer it before the LORD and make atonement 
for her. Then she shall be clean from the flow 
of her blood. This is the law for her who 
bears a child, either male or female. 8 And if 
she cannot afford a lamb, then she shall 
take two turtledoves or two pigeons, one for a 
burnt offering and the other for a sin 
offering. And the priest shall make atonement 
for her, and she shall be clean.”

Mary and Joseph followed the 
requirements of the law, however, what 
was the significance of Anna and Simeon 
in this narrative? How can we too be 
challenged to learn from their examples?
