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King Cyprus, in 559,
allowed people to return to
their homelands, as well as
rebuild, in hopes that the
people would then be
more loyal to the empire.
Ezra returns from exile and
begins rebuilding work on
the temple.

NEHEMIAH
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managed most of the rebuilding of the
temple work. Difficult because people
were quite discouraged. The temple was
never going to be restored to the
spelndor of Solomon’s time.

EZRA

Found the book of the Law. The temple
without the book of the Law was empty.
But the book of the Law restored their
order of worship, and restored the call to
holiness.
