Horizontal Component

What we don’t remember is that there’s also this horizontal component.
And that’s often the most difficult part.

For many of us, we believe God will forgive us. And that God’s grace will
take us back.
But our problem comes in our relationships with one another. Even

though we might experience God’s grace vertically, how do we live with
each other still?



Saul had a lot of baggage.

God forgave him, but could people?

How did the early church forgive him? Would they be willing to? After all, this man
killed their friends!



10 Now there was a believer in Damascus named Ananias.
The Lord spoke to him in a vision, calling, “Ananias!”

“Yes, Lord!” he replied.

11 The Lord said, “Go over to Straight Street, to the house of
Judas. When you get there, ask for a man from Tarsus named
Saul. He is praying to me right now. 12 | have shown him a
vision of a man named Ananias coming in and laying hands
on him so he can see again.”

15 But the Lord said, “Go, for Saul is my chosen
instrument to take my message to the Gentiles and to
kings, as well as to the people of Israel. 16 And | will
show him how much he must suffer for my name's sake.”

It starts with a healthy vertical component.
As believers, when we are recognising the grace of God, and trusting in
God, we discover the power to forgive and accept.



26 When Saul arrived in Jerusalem, he tried to meet with the
believers, but they were all afraid of him. They did not
believe he had truly become a believer! 2/ Then Barnabas
brought him to the apostles and told them how Saul had
seen the Lord on the way to Damascus and how the Lord had
spoken to Saul. He also told them that Saul had preached
boldly in the name of Jesus in Damascus.

The second part is living in the changed life.
Because Paul’s vertical relationship with God was healthy, it was
reflected in his life. And so people began to receive him.



28 So Saul stayed with the apostles and went all around
Jerusalem with them, preaching boldly in the name of the
Lord. 29 He debated with some Greek—speaking Jews, but
they tried to murder him. 30 When the believers heard about
this, they took him down to Caesarea and sent him away to
Tarsus, his hometown.

31 The church then had peace throughout Judea, Galilee,
and Samaria, and it became stronger as the believers lived in
the fear of the Lord. And with the encouragement of the Holy
Spirit, it also grew in numbers.

We see that the believers begin to receive him because of the changed
life.
