The story of Ruth begins with her mother-in-law — Naomi.
Ruth is actually a girl from the Moabites.

This takes place during the time of the judges. And as the Israelites at this time were in a
cycle of obedience/disobedience, its as a time of trial and the people being subjected to
neighbouring countries. And at the same time, there was a famine striking the land. The
famine meaning that the lack of water, meant there was a shortage of crops. However, we
see that the rest of the tribe of Benjamin was still able to survive. However, Elimelech
decided at this time to take his family to Moab.

What's the big deal of taking his family to Moab? Isn’t this the same as taking his family to
another city to find work and employment? It can be difficult for us to contextualise
ourselves into the situation in this time, but let me help to explain.

The Moabites were actually one of the countries that had oppressed Israel in the past.
Eglon, if you remember from William Cottrell's message, was the King of Moab. These
were people that God had strictly forbidden the Israelites to meet with. Actually, Moab at
the time refused to help Israel, or giving food, refused them passage. They were the
enemies of the nation at this time. Why does God not like the Moabites? Some of the
practices they were involved in were detestable, the circumstances of a sinful world. Child
sacrifice, human sacrifice was common. Their god they worshipped was called Chamron,
and similar to the other gods around that time, Molech.

Moabites are pretty interesting, because we talk about ancient cultures, we might easily
dismiss this as a “made up people” in the Bible. But archaeologists discovered a Moabite
stone — writings from the Moabites. Not from the time of the judges, but from the Biblical
times of the Kings. It's interesting because that Moabite stone mentions Israel, yahweh
(Yeshua), and the House of David. You can actually go see this stone at the Louvre in Paris.
Pretty neat right?

Right, so moving long

And yet, God'’s love — the faint memory of us — still
beckons. That there is something different about God — there’'s something different that
reminds us that with Him things were right.

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Actually, there is emphasis here, but not redundancy. The author is writing very
carefully. He first reported that Naomi "returned." The word "returned" is

"shoob" (bWv) which means "to turn back," "to retreat from an unfortunate
direction." Elimelech took his family into Moab, into disobedience. The author said
Naomi turned away from such evil ways and returned to Canaan, to obedience.

. 22 So Naomi returned, and Ruth the Moabite her daughter-in-law with her, who

returned from the country of Moab. And they came to Bethlehem at the beginning
of barley harvest.

1. In Jewish tradition, a widow can be given to another unmarried family member. It was
designed as a way to care for those in need. As women and in particular, widows,
were the most vulnerable in society.

2. It's called a kinsman-redeemer. Boaz, is the kinsman redeemer in this story. And he

marries Ruth. And one of their children is Obed. Who was the Father of Jesse. Who was
the father of David. Who became King. Who is in the lineage of Christ, himself.

Ruth, a Moabite — someone who was outsider, who's faith, and love draw her to a
community — one that she knows only from the outside — but steps into, and in doing so
is part of the greatest blessing this world has ever known.



1. See Jesus, come along, and he's our kinsman redeemer. He welcomes us in, to be
part of his lineage, to be part of his family. To be part of his life. Paul writes it as
“being grafted in” We become part of this very story, part of his very life.
