S for Shalom

1. Shalom means peace, completeness, wholeness. Jesus is the Prince
of Peace, the one who comes to bring peace - spiritually,
emotionally, relationally, physically.

2. Read lsaiah 9:6,7 What does verse 7 mean? What does it mean to be
in God's governance?

3. Do you think Jesus brings peace? How so? Has Jesus brought peace
into your life?

T for Trust

1. Read John 20:24-29. Have you ever asked God for a sign, or to
prove himself to you? What happened?

2. What does Jesus mean in verse 29?

3. How can someone trust God more?
Everlasting

1. Read John 3:16-17

2. Share what this verse means to you.
Return

1. Christ will return again — Does that make you feel excited or scared?

How come?
2. How can we prepare for Christ's return?

3. Read Revelation 21:3,4 and be encouraged by it.
